DID YOU KNOW . . .

The colors of street signs aren’t just a coincidence. In fact, color psychology plays a major role in determining
how each message catches drivers’ and cyclists’ attention alike. For example:

* Red = Urgent message to pay attention to, such as stop and do not enter

¢ Yellow = Permanent hazard areas, such as crosswalks and traffic lights

e Black and white = Motorist advisories, such as speed limit or one-way streets
e Blue = Less urgent information, such as a rest stop or dining

e Green = Travel information, such as a freeway exit number or street name

e Orange = Temporary hazard area, such as road work and construction

Sign shape also plays an important role in capturing drivers’ attention. Sign shapes and their messages include:

e Diamond = Curve ahead
e Square = Caution

e Rectangle = Speed limit
e Circle = Railroad crossing
e Octagon = Stop sign
